· Module Choices
This form is prefilled with the modules that you need to take for your studies at Durham. Taking other modules may prevent you from graduating from Universitas Indonesia.

· Transcript of Records:

· English Language Proficiency
Durham University requires students who are non-native English speakers to provide proof of their English language ability. Either an IELTS Certificate(6.5 with no component under 6.0) or a TOEFL Certificate (80 with no component under 20 if taken before 21st January 2026 or 4.5 with no component under 4.0 if taken from 21st January 2026) which must meet the direct entry requirements and have been taken within two years of the start of the academic programme Students from universities that offer instruction through English medium do NOT have to complete this section.
Statement of Language Proficiency (this applies to students from IISMA and NTNU only)
This must be completed be completed by the coordinator/ an academic staff member at the sending institution and submitted with your application.
· Passport:
To process your application we require a copy of the personal details page of your passport which must be valid for the duration of your stay. Please include the copy with the application.
